Though Finland may assume great
importance in the near future, first place
among Russian territories in the lime-
light just now goes to the Ukraine. The
new republie, if it succeeds in gelting
control over all the territory claimed by
the champions of the Ukrainian race,
will cover 850,000 square kilometers, an
area one and a half times as large as the
German Empire, with a population of
28,000,000,
